Paper Assignment #3

General Instructions: Please write a well-organized, concise, typed, double-spaced answer (no smaller than 10 point font and 1 inch margins on all sides) to the following questions.  Do not write more than five pages.  The best answers will be clear and well structured, make a coherent and well thought out argument, demonstrate familiarity with readings and class discussion, and be carefully constructed and proofread.  Make sure to explain important terms and concepts thoroughly.  Please refer to the information posted on blackboard for general writing guidelines.  
YOUR PAPER MUST INCLUDE APPROPRIATE CITATIONS.  For readings assigned for this course, parenthetical citations (author, year, page number) are sufficient.  If you use any outside materials, you should include a full citation in the paper.  Your paper MUST contain a reference page summarizing any materials (from class or otherwise) that you have cited.  Failure to provide proper citation to cited materials may result in a grade of “F” for the paper.

Papers are due Monday, December 11th by 5:00pm in my mailbox in 341 Schaeffer Hall.  Remember, points will be deducted for every day late, including weekends.

NOTE: If you are satisfied with your grades on papers #1 and #2, you do not need to write paper #3.

Paper Instructions: Write an essay that reviews the literature we read in class on the durability of peace following interstate and civil wars.  Your essay should review both theoretical arguments and empirical evidence and it should address the following questions.  

What factors promote durable peace?  If you accept these authors’ (Fortna, Walter, Werner) arguments and empirical findings, what do they tell you about the process of conflict management?  In other words, what actors should become involved as global conflict managers (states, IGOs, NGOs, security alliances, etc.)?  What tactics should these outside actors employ in order to produce durable peace settlements?  Do these tactics work equally well for interstate and civil conflicts, or do we need different conflict management strategies for external and internal conflicts?
